After School Club 3.00pm - 5.45pm 
 

We are open daily during school term times.      
Children attending St Clements and Varna Street     
Primary Schools will be collected at home time by  
Roundhouse Club staff and walk via ’walking bus’ to 
the Club. Parents/carers may make alternative arrange-
ments for their child’s arrival at the Club. Parents of  
children attending other schools will need to make    
arrangements for their child’s arrival at the club.      
Children will not be allowed to leave the club until     
collected by the authorised  parent/carer.  
 

Holiday Club  Monday to Friday  8.30am - 5.45pm 
 

We are open during all school holidays excluding 
2 weeks at Christmas and Bank Holidays. Parents must 
bring and collect children from the club at the agreed 
times. We will inform parents in advance of any 
changes to the childcare provision.

After school  £7.00   per child per session 
Holiday Club £20.00 per child per day 
We offer a discount for siblings 
Costs are inclusive of healthy snacks and drinks 
Packed lunches are required for the holiday clubs. 

Help with Childcare costs 
You may be entitled to Working Families Tax Credit 
which could cover up to 80% of weekly childcare costs. 
If you are a lone parent working at least 16 hours a 
week you may be entitled to  tax credits.

All    
staff will either hold a childcare qualification or have         
previous childcare experience. All staff  have current 
Criminal Records Bureau Disclosures and the club is 
Ofsted inspected.
